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Note: We strongly recommend you use our directions, and not directions obtained from an
information site such as Mapquest.com. Directions obtained from information vebsites will
incorrectly instruct you to turn right on Route 722 when leaving Clarksville. Unfortunately there are
more than one 722s, and the first one you'll come to, Cow Road, goes nowhere near The Little Retreat,
inevitably resulting in guests becomig lost.

From Richmond, Washington, and points North:

Take [-95 South. In Petersburg, VA, pick up I-85 South (Exit 51) and follow it for about 55 miles,
where you'll exit onto Route 58 West (Exit 12B) in South Hill, VA. (And be careful of speed traps or
the next 6 miles, because they are out there.) Go another 26 miles until you cross along bridge and
causeway, which feeds you into the town of Clarksville.

From Clarksville:

From the intersection of Routes 58 & 15 (the only stoplight in town-- a Hardee's will be on your right)
follow Route 58 westbound for approximately 6 miles. Cross over bridge that reads “Number Three
Branch’ and turn right on Route 732 (Buffalo Springs Road). (At this point you can shave off about .2
of amile by turning left on Grave Hill Road and right on Carter's Point Road, but we suggest you
continue straight.) Go approximately 3 miles (at one point you'll pass ayield sign- traffic on your
right has the rightof-way) and turn right ontoHoliday Shores Drive at small sign ‘Little Retreat”.
(Holiday Shores Driveisan old and very bumpy road, but youll be okay aslong as you don't go too
fast.) After about 2/3 of amileturn right ontoRiverview Avenue, a gravel road, at which point there
will be asmall sign pointing to theright that readsEittle Retreat”. You'll see asign after about 1/2
mile that reads “Blind Curveé (and it's not kidding, so take it ow). When you come out of the curve,
the driveway for The Little Retreat will be on your |eft.

NOTE: Those towing boats must be careful not to creep up the hill too dowly due to possibility of
losing traction on gravel road.

*Do Not Turn Right from Route 58 onto the Route 722 called COW ROAD.

From Danville/South Boston and Points West:

Follow Route 58 about 11 miles from the intersection of Routes 58 & 360 in South Boston. You'll
cross over asmall bridge with one sign that reads Aaron's Creek” and another that reads “Entering
Mecklenburg County, Leaving Halifax County . About 4/10 of a mile from this bridge you'll turn left
on Route 722 (Carter's Point Road). Go alittle more than 2 mies, and then turn left ontoHoliday
Shores Drive, adirt road, (there will be alarge sign that reads” Holiday Shores’ and asmaller sign
that reads "The Little Retreat”.) After about 2/3 of a mile turn right ontoRiverview Avenue, a gravel
road, at which point there will be a small sign pointing to theright that readslittle Retreat”. You'll
See a sign after about 1/2 mile that reads”Blind Curve” (and it's not kidding, so take it low). When
you come out of the curve, the driveway for The Little Retreat will be on your |eft.
